INTRODUCCION / INTRODUCTION

Estimaciones para 2003

L as estimaciones que se presentan en este anexo fueron
elaboradas en el curso del tltimo bimestre de 2003y en
ellas se han tenido en cuentalas revisiones de indices y
de las series histéricas efectuadas hasta mediados de
diciembre. Originalmente sirvieron de base para que la
CEPAL, a través de su Secretario Ejecutivo, diera a
conocer su opinion ala comunidad internacional sobre
los acontecimientos méas destacados de la evolucion
economicade Américal atinay el Caribe durante 2003.

Aungque buena parte de estas cifras fueron
proporcionadas por los propios paises, otra, también
considerable, constituye el resultado de investigaciones
dediferentes publicaciones nacionales einternacionales
y del andlisis de tendencias para obtener estimaciones
cuando no se dispuso de suficiente informacion bésica.
Asi, pues, se trata de ordenes de magnitud que pueden
experimentar importantes modificaciones.

No obstante el caréacter preliminar de esta
informacion, se ha creido conveniente continuar
incluyéndola como anexo del Anuario estadistico, por
estimarse que havenido proporcionando unaideabastante
aproximada de lo acontecido en una fecha més reciente,
como ya se ha podido comprobar en afios anteriores.

Con respecto a ediciones anteriores, no se han
introducido modificaciones en su estructuray contenido.

Por tratarse de un conjunto de variables por medio
de las cuales se pretende dar una vision global de la
evolucion de las economias de los paises durante un
periodo coyuntural, solo serefieren al comportamiento
delos aspectos mas agregados de la producci6n, precios
al consumidor y desempleo, de las transacciones
externas, del financiamiento externo y de larelacion de
precios del intercambio.

Estimates for 2003

The estimates contained in this annex were calculated
during thelast two months of 2003 and takeinto account
revisions madein theindexes and historical seriesup to
mid-December. They originally served as background
material for use by ECLAC in preparing the report
presented by its Executive Secretary to theinternational
community concerning the most outstanding features of
the economic trendsin Latin Americaand the Caribbean
during 2003.

Although many of these figures were supplied by
the countries, many others were the result of research
based on a variety of national and international
publications and analyses of trends which were used
to obtain estimates when sufficient background
information was not available. Thus, orders of
magnitude are involved which may undergo substantial
change.

In spite of the preliminary nature of this
information, it continues to be included as an annex to
the Statistical Yearbook because it is felt that, judging
from theresults of previousyears, these tables provide
a fairly reliable idea of developments during a more
recent period.

No changes have been made in the structure and
content of this edition of the yearbook.

Because the annex deals with a set of variables
which areintended to provide an overview of more recent
trends in the countries’ economies, reference is made
only to the performance of the principal aggregates of
production, consumer prices and unemployment,
external transactions, external finance and the terms of
trade.
